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Bike Friendly Community Meeting

Minutes 

February 3, 2005

The purpose of this meeting was to gain feedback on the latest version of  the “Bike Suitability Roads Map”, “Bike Routes Map” and generally go over where we were with the “Bicycle Friendly Community” Application.

Amy Goodwin is the State Bicycle & Pedestrian Coordinator that was planning on attending to give an update and overview of a publication on bicycle safety that will be available in a couple of months.  She however, was unable to attend.

We informed everyone that the “Bicycle Friendly Community” Application was ready to go before the Transportation Committee and the Recreation and Parks Committee Monday.  After approval from those committees, it will proceed to full Council.

The Bicycle Task Force suggested that a name be chosen for the organization and create a web site. The preliminary name for the group will be known as “Bike Roswell”. There was discussion for a logo for the group and the water wheel was mentioned as a suggestion or maybe changing it to a bicycle wheel.  Any design that could be confused with the official City logo should be presented to Julie Burchbill, Communication Manager for review.

The main focus of this meeting was to assure that the streets chosen, as “Suitable Roads” were indeed suitable for riding a bicycle.  After discussing this issue with the group, it was determined that sending the maps electronically and ask for feedback will be a better approach, to assure that we have captured all information requested for the changes.

The March meeting should finalize the map for approval to go forward for publication, pending other official approvals are met. The Mayor would like this map ready for distribution by May 1st. to be able to hand out at the Bike Race.

There was also mention that the first meeting of the Nalley Annual Bike Race will be next Tuesday February 9, 2005 in room 220 at 7:00 PM.

 We had approximately thirty people that attended and participated.
