· President Frank Eastland opened up the meeting with briefly discussing our mission with the projects to help make Roswell a bike friendly community.  The report included projects such as placing bike racks at various locations around the city and printing the bike route maps that will be produced in the Roswell Visitor’s Guide and distributed by local bike shops and businesses.  We are still seeking businesses to help sponsor the cost of placing bike racks and producing the maps 

· The bike racks cost around $200 dollars each and holds between 2-4 bicycles.  Sponsors could include businesses wanting to help the community by providing racks that employees or customers could use to park their bikes.  Schools need bike racks as well.

· Also, there was mention of the Bicycle Friendly Community workshop that may cost around $1500 that hopefully should take place in early January.

· Eric Broadwell produced high quality bike route maps showing the Thursday and Sunday bike route. The City of Roswell Transportation Department provided a weather resistant brochure holder which is located outside the City Hall near where the Roswell Thursday Night/Sunday Morning Ride begins.  Bike route maps will be kept in this holder for 24/7 availability to cyclists.

· The City installed a stand-alone weather resistant information flyer container just outside of City Hall to display and offer the bike route maps to cyclists.  The container is labeled “Bike Info” and bike route maps will be kept in it for 24/7 availability to cyclists.

· Jim McKillop, Treasurer, reported that Bike Roswell has a positive balance to date.

· We had 8 officers and members that attended the business meeting.

Our next meeting is at 7:00 pm at Tony’s Amierican Grill & Tap on HBR at Dogwood Road on December 8, 2005. This will be a celebration on the Bike Roswell Accomplishments.  No business will be conducted, we promise.
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
