September 1, 2005


Larry Crowe opened the meeting with a discussion of the Action Plan that must be submitted to the Transportation Committee (TCM) in October. He thanked everyone for participating in this but needed additional detail before we submit to the Mayor and Council. He reminded everyone that the purpose of this is to show commitment on our elected officials that they are serious about the City becoming more bicycle friendly and it must be signed by the Mayor before we can submit back to the League of American Bicyclist. 
Larry also requested all who signed up on the Bicycle Friendly Community Task Force Committees complete their specific assignments for the League of American Cyclists BFC Application 2006.  We would like the volunteers that are working on these committees provide some feedback at our next Bike Roswell! Meeting in October.  Since some of the issues will need to go through political committees for support, we will need to set deadlines in order to be ready for reapplication at the first of the year. Frank Eastland reported that we are on track with developing the new Bike Roswell! Bike Route Map and we are meeting with Dotty Etris, with the City of Roswell, next week.  She is helping us on this project.  
Frank reported that he, Steve Acenbrak and Larry Crowe attended the Thunderhead Alliance Training Seminar in Decatur this past weekend. (http://www.thunderheadalliance.org/trainings05decatur.htm)   Bike Roswell! received a generous and much appreciated scholarship to the seminar from the North Georgia Bicycle Dealers Association.  Frank suggested we join the Thunderhead Alliance which is a national bicycle and pedestrian advocacy support organization.  A motion was given and it passed.
Mayor Wood suggested that while the legislation is in session that we as a group ride to the Capitol in March.  He believes he can get the support of State Representative Jan Jones, the City of Sandy Springs and the City of Atlanta.  We will get a lot of publicity from this and can submit to the League of American Bicyclists with our next application.  This suggestion was received with unanimous approval.
Janet Russell suggested that when people sign up for the Mayors Ride that we add $5.00 and automatically make them a member of Bike Roswell.  A motion was given and it passed.

John Knop mentioned that he just started his commuting yesterday and noticed the long lines at the gas stations.  Janet Russel suggested we contact the AJC and mention this in the Vent, Who’s laughing now.

Janet Russel suggested that large bike maps be placed around the city that reinforces and provides a constant reminder that we are a bike friendly community.
Janet mentioned that we discussed a possible ride to a concert.  Frank made a motion that we go to the October 1st concert and it passed.  The www.bikeroswell.com website will provide details.
Janet and Frank attended the Lollapalooza Neighborhood Fair and the objective was to teach safe biking and promote Bike Roswell!.  The event went successfully.
The new bumper Share the Road stickers are available and all the proceeds will go to Bike Roswell.  The large Share the Road mats are now available at Roswell Bicycles and all the proceeds from the sale of the mats go to Bike Roswell.
